Liktendarza iecere radas ka atbilde uz sabiedriba izjustu nepiecieSamibu
izveidot nacionalu pieminas vietu 20. gadsimta totalitaro rezimu de| cietu-
Sajiem un boja gajusajiem 600 tikstosiem Latvijas iedzivotaju. Talab
2005. gada 7. junija domubiedru kopa nodibinaja Kokneses fondu. Ta
mérkis ir izveidot atceres darzu, kas simboliz&tu misu tautas sapes par
upuriem un apliecinatu nebeidzamu pieminu, kur smejamies spéku no vigu
izturibas. Sakotn&o Kokneses fonda ricibas kapitalu veidoja Vila un
Martas Vitolu ziedotie 640 tiikstosi eiro. Kop$ izveides sakuma projekta
iegulditi 2.5 miljoni eiro.

Liktendarzs top uz salas Daugava pie Kokneses. Saja kultiirvésturisko kop-
sakarTbu un ainaviska dailuma vieta sastopas Zemgales, S€lijas un Vidzemes
novadi un krustojas daudzi Latvijas vestures pavedieni un miti. Salu §kérso
sena Rigas—Maskavas lielcela gabals un izrobo 1. pasaules kara ierakumi.
Pari upei redzamas vacu bruninieku celtas Kokneses pils drupas. Gar salu
gajis tdenscelS "no varjagiem uz griekiem". Netalu ir misu tautas svétvieta
Staburags, ko appludindja 1966. gada. ArT Daugavas krasts pie Lielvardes,
no kura "Lacples's beidzot brunenieku gaza dzila noleja", vairs nav augsts.
Tacu misu tautas ticiba, ka reiz "zels tautai jauni laiki, tad biis vina svaba-
da", ir bijusi nelokama par spiti parbaudijumiem un cieSanam.

Liktendarza projekta autors ir japanu darza arhitekts Sunmio Masuno
(Shunmyo Masuno), kas uzvargja starptautiskaja konkursa. Vina ieceréta
ainava apmekl&taju pakapeniski noskano no pieminas sapem un skumjam
caur apceri uz dvéseles dziedinasanu. Sis pardzivojums cilvéku atver
saskarsmei ar bezgalibu, ko iemieso miiZigie gaisma, vgj$, idens un zeme.
Sunmio Masuno ieceri ar daudzu cilveku un uzpémumu palidzibu konsek-
venti Tsteno Kokneses fonds. Ir uzcelta skatu terase un amfiteatris, ko
ieskauj 40 ozolu sardze un apjoz adens kanals. Uz to ved brugakmens aleja,
kur katrs var ierakstit savu vardu. Abas alejas pusés pieminai iestaditas
abeles un aiz tam — "Latvijas valsts mezu" un Stadu audz&taju biedribas
gadatie 2 600 koki. Par miisu tautas laikmetu grieziem stasta digitala eks-
pozicija "Liktens gate" un virtualas atceres nams ar topoSo interaktivo
datubazi.

Gadu gaita Liktendarza radiSana ar savu darbu vai ziedojumiem iesaistiju-
ies desmitiem tukstosu cilvéku un daudzas iestades. Projekta atbalstitaju
i iedz 500 tiikstos Liktendarzu apmekI&jusi viesi no vismaz

The idea of the Garden of Destiny came as a response to a heartfelt desire
of the nation to create a site to honour those 600 thousand Latvian victims
who had suffered and perished during the 20th century totalitarian regimes.
On 7 June 2005, a group of supporters assembled to establish a foundation.
The Koknese Foundation decided to create a memorial site expressing the
heartache the nation feels for those who lost their lives and honouring mem-
ories of their strength and life without defeat. Vilis and Marta Vitols donated
640 thousand euro, and thus the initial capital of the Foundation was formed.
Since its launching, 2.5 million euro have been invested in the project.

The Garden of Destiny is rising on an island in the Daugava River near
Koknese. This picturesque area is a crossroads for cultural and historical
diversity of Zemgale, Sélija and Vidzeme to meet and many threads and
vibes of Latvia's history and mythology to intersect. The island is marked
by a section of the ancient Riga—Moscow highway, and the dugouts of
World War I break its surface. The remains of the medieval Koknese
Castle, once built by the German knights, are looming over the river. The
medieval trade route "from the Varangians to the Greeks" went along the
island. In the nearby vicinity rests Staburags, once a cliff flooded in 1966
and the most sacred site for Latvians. The Daugava banks at Lielvarde,
from where "at last his foe Lacplesis (Bear-slayer) flung into the river's
depth to drown", have lost part of their majesty. Despite all trials and suf-
ferings, the nation has, nevertheless, remained staunch in the belief that
"then for the folks new times will dawn; at last their freedom will be born".

The author of the memorial park concept and the winner of the internation-
al competition is Shunmyo Masuno, a Japanese landscape architect. The
landscape conjured by him gradually transforms the visitors' grief and
sorrow into reflective healing of the soul, making people ready to meet the
eternity, embodied by timeless light, wind, water and earth. Masuno's con-
cept is brought to life thanks to the efforts of Koknese Foundation. The
Observation Terrace and Amphitheatre have been completed and are sur-
rounded by 40 oak-trees and a canal. The site can be reached by a cobble-
stone avenue where everyone can leave their names inscribed. On both
sides of the avenue grow apple trees and 2 600 other trees donated by
"Latvijas valsts mezi" and the Latvian Plant Growers Association. A digital
exposition "Liktens gate" and a virtual memorial house with a would-be
interactive database tell the story of nation's times and values.

Over the years, tens of thousands have engaged in creating the Garden of
Destiny by donating or lending a hand. The number of project supporters
and visitors to the site come from at least 54 countries.
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
